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Kunkova V. I Towns as the main trade centres under the Abbasid rule (Egypt, Iraq).

The author examines Arab medieval towns as the principal centres of trade relations in the Middle
East during the Abbasid rule when the economic state of the Caliphate flourished. The very definition of
an Arab medieval town which is a topical issue in modern medieval studies is also discussed. The role of
markets as important Abbasid social institutions is analyzed.

Matveev A.Palestine in the last third of the 11th century: between the Fatimids and the Crusaders.

This paper reviews the history of Palestine during the period immediately preceding the coming of
the Crusaders to the Middle East. Based on the sources available, the author attempts to give a detailed
picture of the time.

In the second half of the 11th century, Palestine and Southern Syria belonged to the Fatimids of
Egypt; the coming of the Sunni Seljugs resulted in their eventual expulsion from these lands. The
course of this struggle, the newcomers’ politics in the conquered lands and their relations with the local
population are discussed. The author analyzes the Seljuqs’ inner struggle for the Sultanate following the
death of Malik-Shah in 1092, between his brother Tutush, Lord of Damascus and Palestine, and his son
Barkyaragq.

Special attention is paid to the impact of the Fatimid—Seljuq struggle for the predominance in Syria
on the success of the First Crusade. It is argued that a belated re-occupation of Jerusalem and Palestine
by the Fatimids in 1098 AD and expulsion of the Artuqids, the Turkish masters of Jerusalem, paved the
way to Jerusalem for the Crusaders. The establishing of the Crusading Kingdom of Jerusalem put an end
to both Fatimid and early Seljuq periods in the history of Palestine.

Through
this motif, the author analyzes the specifics of ancient Indian epos, the epic heroine and methods
of her description. Correlations between this theme, religious concepts of ancient India and archaic
agricultural cult are established.

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Rybin V. V. The essence and possible interpretations of pitch accent in Japanese.

Musical (pitch) accent is one of the most difficult aspects of Japanese phonetics. A brief review
of recent publications on Japanese accent (JA) is given. Based on published works and experimental
data, the author supports the two-step (low and high) register pattern as adequate for JA description
rather than the three-step (low, middle and high) tonal system accepted by some phoneticians. A wider
interpretation of the role of accent contours is assigned to JA; a word distinctive function is one of them.
These findings are important for adequate description, teaching and learning of Japanese.

Sumbatova N.R. Alignment strategies in verbal clauses of Dargwa dialects.

This is a study of Dargwa (Dargi), one of the main languages in the East-Caucasian (Nakh-
Daghestanian) language group. Most data used in the paper have been obtained in field studies.

Like other East-Caucasian languages, Dargwa is a morphologically ergative language. Unlike most
languages in this group, it uses a relatively wide range of basic clause constructions. Intransitive and
experiential verbs are used in intransitive and affective constructions, respectively. Transitive verbs have
more possibilities. At least in some of Dargwa dialects, transitive verbs can be used in two types of
ergative constructions and in antipassive constructions. Some dialects allow biabsolutive and partitive
constructions.

The paper contains a description of the clause constructions in Dargwa including their syntax and
basic functions.
